We can’t speak for anyone else, but we are glad that 2020 is almost over and people can start to get back to normal.

We would like to thank everyone who supported us in 2020, and also for the last 13 years that we have been involved

in the community. For those who are not familiar with our organization, and even those who are, we would like to list
some of the things we accomplished, with your help: Our first project, to help clean up some of the neighborhood and to make things a little
brighter, we turned a weed filled corner lot on Wall Avenue into the Pitcairn Memory Garden. Each year, as much as possible, we had the
kids from Pitcairn Elementary School, and then later from Propel Pitcairn help us plant flowers. We also planted flowers at the Park
Building, the Lions Club memorial garden, and sometimes even Sugar Camp. All of the flowers were donated to us by the Western
Pennsylvania Conservancy, and we thank them for their support. We also painted old tires, in a wide variety of patterns and colors and
gave them away to the people in the community to plant their own flowers.
